· Chickens, Ducks, and Above-Ground Fuel Tank Setbacks

8. New Business
A. 2026 City Election
The Clerk received clarification regarding the upcoming 2026 City election. The ballot will include two Council Member positions for regular four-year terms and one Council Member position for a two-year  Special Election term. The two-year term is required because the seat is currently being filled by appointment following a vacancy on the Council. Council Member Doug Kilian was appointed to fill the vacant position until the next election, at which time the remaining two years of the unexpired term must be filled by election. No Council action is required at this time.

B. Complaint Regarding Property Maintenance
The Council was informed of a complaint regarding a resident's property that has not been maintained in accordance with the City's grass and weed ordinance for several years. The individual filing the complaint stated that they have previously addressed the issue directly with the homeowner and have assisted with maintaining the property in the past. The Clerk is seeking direction from the Council regarding enforcement of the City's property maintenance ordinance.
C. Inquiry Regarding Park Rental
Tracy Odenthal received an inquiry from an individual interested in hosting a car show similar to those previously held in Heidelberg. Mrs. Odenthal contacted the Clerk to seek guidance regarding the possibility of holding such an event. The individual has requested to rent the City Park on the same date that the City has reserved the park for the Heidelberg Anniversary Celebration and Time Capsule Event. The Clerk is seeking guidance from the Council regarding the rental request and the scheduling conflict.
