B. Inquiry from Realtor – Discussion regarding parcel 17.020.7950 located off County Road 28, including potential purchase, use of the property for parking landscaping vehicles, future residential construction, and the status of the culvert inspection.
C. Land Use Inquiry – 28-Acre Parcel (17.091.3500) – Discussion of a request for information on the potential number of buildable residential lots under current zoning and subdivision regulations.
